The PAZA network consists of six continuous air monitoring stations including Henry Pirker 
(Grande Prairie), Evergreen Park, Smoky Heights, Beaverlodge, Valleyview and a portable 
station. In 2012, the portable station was located in Sunset House and will be referred to as 
the Sunset House-Portable in this report. This station was commissioned on January 1st, 
2012. 

 
There were no 1-hour, 24-hour or annual averages of sulphur dioxide, nitrogen dioxide, 
ozone, or carbon monoxide above the Alberta Ambient Air Quality Objectives (AAAQO). 
 
There was one (1) 1-hr average of hydrogen sulphide above the AAAQO of 10 pbb and one 
(1) 24-hr average above the AAAQO of 3 ppb. 
 
There were fourty-four (44) 1-hr averages of PM2.5 above the Alberta Ambient Air Quality 
Guideline (AAAQG) of 80 µg/m3 and eleven (11) 24-hr average above the AAAQO of 30

The passive monitoring network consists of forty-six (46) sampling locations.  The parameters 
measured at each site are sulphur dioxide (SO2), nitrogen dioxide (NO2), ozone (O3) and/or 
hydrogen sulphide (H2S).  There were no exceedences of the AAAQO for sulphur dioxide, 
nitrogen dioxide, ozone, or hydrogen sulphide. 
 
Figure 1 shows the location of the continuous monitoring sites, and Figure 2 shows the 
location of the passive monitoring sites.
